I have the honour to present herewith the First Report of the Select Standing Committee on 
Parliamentary Report, Ethical Conduct, Standing Orders and Private Bills, of the 5th Session of 
the 42nd Parliament regarding its consideration of the Revision of the Civil Forfeiture Act (S.B.C. 
2005, c. 29), pursuant to the Statute Revision Act (R.S.B.C. 1996, c. 440) (the “Revision”).
